
 

Watercolour Painting Exploration with Cara Bain 
 
We recommend waiting to purchase supplies until a few days before the class start date to avoid unnecessary 
expenditures if the class is cancelled. Notice of cancellation is provided at least 48 hours in advance. 

SUPPLY LIST 

• Watercolour paints, tubes are ideal, choose ONE of the following: 
o Paint tube set (Cotman or Winsor Newton) 
o Paint pan travel set (Cotman or other) 
o Prang Watercolour Pan, set of 16: budget-friendly option, however, it may be more 

difficult to get the desired result 
 

• One 22” x 30” sheet of 140lb cold press watercolour paper (Arches or other)  
o Please cut the 22” x 30'' sheet into 4 pieces of 11 x 15" BEFORE first class 

 
• Four watercolour paintbrushes: 

o Size 0 
o Size 4 
o Size 8 
o Size 12 

 
• One Soft Brush (between 3/4" and 2") 

 
• One palette: not plastic, smooth ceramic such as a porcelain dinner plate recommended 

 
• One flat, 11 x 14’’ wood support or drawing board, 1/4" thick 

 
• One roll of painter’s tape 

 
• One roll of paper towel: I recommend ‘Scott Shop Towels’ from a hardware store 

 
• Salt (fine grain, not large crystals) 

 
• One container for water (cup or yogurt container) 

 
• HB pencil 

 
• Rubber eraser 

 

Optional Supplies:  

• One bottle of masking fluid
